Liturgy Planning Suggestions

The Planning sheet has been revised.  

· The Gathering Prayer/Song has been incorporated into the Opening Song/Prayer.  

· The Presider’s Greetings now has his Opening Prayer included.  

· There is no need for a Communion Song.

It is important to call the priests more than a week before the liturgy, even if you haven’t yet begun to plan.  They need to hear from you well ahead of time.  You might even ask them for suggestions.

The music for the music group is now in a file cabinet in the closet of the Upper Room.  The planners are now responsible for pulling the correct folders and, after the liturgy, returning the folders to their correct place alphabetically.  There are “book marks” to use so that folders are put back in order.

If you would like suggestions for appropriate songs, please call Teena.  She’s willing to help with this.

During the liturgy most of the prayers/readings do not have to be read by all the people; in fact, most are more effective if read in only one or two voices.  Exceptions might be the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer and the Responsorial Psalm.

As we are now inviting more priests to our liturgies, we are finding that they have their own ways of presiding.  We need to be flexible to their styles.

Some priests, particularly Fr. Vin Novak and Fr. Norris Clarke, would like to choose the Creed and Eucharistic Prayer.
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
